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The Enumerator will return on this Form all Out-offices intended for Domestio or Agricultural purposes, but he should not include any Out-offices intended for Sanitary Accommodation, such as Privies, Ashpits, &e.; or for Horticultural purposes,

such as Conservatories, Green-houses, &c. ; or for Pleasure, such as Summer-houses, Tea-houses, &o.
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
